REGULAR MEETING OF JANUARY 11, 2012

MINUTES

I
CALL TO ORDER
The Regular Meeting of the Lake County Board of Education was called to order at the Lake County Office of Education, 1152 S. Main Street, Lakeport, CA 95453 at 3:30 p.m. by Board President George Ryder.  All Board members were present.  Also present were Wally Holbrook, County Superintendent of Schools, Pat Iaccino, Upper Lake High School Superintendent,  Erica Boomer, Upper Lake High School agriculture teacher, Jon Woods, Upper Lake High School science teacher, Rebecca Carter, Upper Lake High School counselor, Shelly Mascari and Stephanie Wayment.

II
APPROVAL OF AGENDA

It was moved by Dr. Browning, seconded by Dr. Cooper, to approve the Agenda of the regular meeting of January 11, 2012.  Motion carried by unanimous vote (5-0).

APPROVAL OF MINUTES

It was moved by Dr. Browning, seconded by Dr. Cooper, to approve the Minutes of the regular meeting on December 14, 2011, as corrected.  Motion carried by unanimous vote (5-0).
V
PROGRAM REPORT

A. SCHOOL DISTRICT PROGRAM UPDATE – UPPER LAKE HIGH SCHOOL’S CALIFORNIA PARTNERSHIP ACADEMY CLEAN TECHNOLOGY AND RENEWABLE ENERGY GRANT – PRESENTED BY PAT IACCINO, SUPERINTENDENT, UPPER LAKE HIGH SCHOOL DISTRICT
Pat Iaccino, Superintendent of Upper Lake High School shared information with the Board regarding the California Academy Partnership Grant, which was recently awarded to that district.   Grant information came across his desk a few months ago, and they applied.  Only 21 grants were awarded throughout the state.  All incoming freshmen will be enrolled in the academy, making a decision which path they will take.  Ultimately students will have to do a senior project based on their decision. They will be attending a training in February in Sacramento, and are looking forward to getting started.  The state would like to have at least 120 students involved, but in a high school of 300 students, this might be difficult.  50% of the students need to be involved in the academy.  

Pat deferred to questions.  Mrs. Lyon asked what would happen if they didn’t get enough kids.  Mr. Iaccino stated that they will do everything they can, that all kids need to have science.    Dr. Cooper asked about the running of the farm.  Ms. Boomer shared her plans and stated that they were in the process of working out summer schedules to help maintain the farm.  Viticulture program is a possibility in the future.  The well is already in and the district contracted a couple years back to revamp the electrical systems at the school – saved about $46,000 in energy savings.  Saved so much energy they weren’t able to capitalize on solar.   

Mrs. Hicks asked about the layout because 2 acres is not that much.  Ms. Boomer has visited other sites and did a 2 dimensional layout, and thinks the animal side will be short term.  Mr. Iaccino mentioned that there is an adjacent property that is sitting fallow, and in the future they hope to look into purchasing that property.  He invited the board members to stop by a visit the site.  
B. TRANSITIONAL KINDERGARTEN UPDATE

Legislation was passed last year – School Readiness Act, which gradually rolls back the start date/birthdate to September 1.  California has one of the latest kindergarten start dates, which is currently December 1.  Now children born between September 1 and December 1 would be eligible for a transitional kindergarten class.  The start dates will still change (November 1, the next year October 1, and the next year September 1).  

Last week governor proposed cancelling funding this program.  If the governor changes his mind, we will be ready to move forward.  

Kindergarten is not compulsory.

VI
ACTION & DISCUSSION

A. APPROVAL OF SARCS (SCHOOL ACCOUNTABILITY REPORT CARDS) FOR CLEARLAKE COMMUNITY SCHOOL, HANCE COMMUNITY SCHOOL AND RENAISSANCE COURT SCHOOL
Mr. Goodwin went over the basics of the SARCS and answered questions.  

It was moved by Mr. Ryder, seconded by Dr. Browning, to approve the SARCs (School Accountability Report Cards) for Clearlake Community School, Hance Community School and Renaissance Court School.  Motion carried by unanimous vote (5-0).

B. APPROVAL OF EXTENSION OF HEALTH AND WELFARE BENEFITS WITH REGARD TO THE REACH AIR MEDICAL SERVICES FOR ONE ADDITIONAL YEAR

It was moved by Dr. Browning, seconded by Dr. Cooper to approve the extension of health and welfare benefits with regard to the REACH Air Medical Services for one additional year.  Motion carried by unanimous vote (5-0).
C. APPROVAL OF MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING (MOU) BETWEEN LAKE COUNTY OFFICE OF EDUCATION AND UPPER LAKE ELEMENTARY SCHOOL DISTRICT
Ms. Wayment provided an overview of the MOU drafted with ULE because of Program Improvement.  When a school district falls into program improvement, the Lake County Office of Education steps in to help them.  When it falls into PI for the 3rd year, the state becomes involved.  Work will continue through next year. 

It was moved by Dr. Cooper, seconded by Dr. Browning, to approve the Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) between Lake County Office of Education and Upper Lake Elementary School District.  Motion carried by unanimous vote (5-0).
VII
SUPERINTENDENT’S REPORT

Mr. Holbrook shared a thank you letter from Warren Terry, thanking the county office for providing his insurance in retirement.

Mr. Holbrook updated the Board on the status of cuts in transportation.  He sent letters to a number of senators, and an article in Lake County News requesting assistance repealing this cut.  He also passed out an article written by Senator Chesbro.  Transportation cuts are not only severe, they are unfair.  

Mr. Holbrook read a letter from Noreen Evans regarding their recent meeting.

Discussion was held regarding asking Mike Kilbourn of Legislative and Management Strategies, Inc.  to come and to speak not only to this board but to district boards as well.  Mr. Holbrook will look into it.  

LCOE received a thank you for donations from the Upper Lake Fire District for our donation in memory of Eric Hicks.

Mr. Holbrook updated the Board on the Mock Trial program. A number of attorneys are willing to help.  He has met with and will be meeting with the remaining high schools in Lake County to encourage participation.  

Literacy Task Force:  Mr. Holbrook passed out information regarding a scheduled Literacy Task Force Meeting.  The focus is to look at improving literacy in Lake County for all ages.
