RESOLUTION NO. 1112-04
RESOLUTION OF THE LAKE COUNTY BOARD OF EDUCATION ACTING AS THE LAKE COUNTY COMMITTEE ON SCHOOL DISTRICT ORGANIZATION

ESTABLISHING THE BOUNDARIES OF THE ELECTORAL AREAS OF THE LAKE COUNTY BOARD OF EDUCATION

Whereas Education Code section 1002 provides that: 
· Upon being so requested by the Lake County Board Of Education, the county committee on school district organization, by a two-thirds vote of the members, may change the boundaries of the electoral areas of the Lake County Board of Education.
· The electoral areas shall be as nearly equal in population as may be, except that in changing the boundaries, the county committee may give consideration to the following factors:  (1) Topography; (2) Geography; (3) Cohesiveness, contiguity, integrity, and compactness of territory; (4) Community of interests of the trustee areas.

· Following each decennial federal census, and using population figures validated by the Population Research Unit of the Department of Finance as a basis, the county committee shall adjust the boundaries of the electoral areas of the Lake County Board of Education as necessary to meet the population criteria set forth above. 
· Changes in electoral area boundaries shall be made in writing and filed with the Lake County Board of Supervisors not later than the first day of March of any school year.

Whereas, the changes to the electoral areas of the Lake County Board of Education  must comply with the requirements of all applicable federal and state laws. 
Whereas, following the most recent decennial federal census, the Lake County Board of Supervisors has adjusted the boundaries of the electoral areas of the Board of Supervisors to be in compliance with the requirements of all applicable federal and state laws. 

Whereas, the electoral areas of the Lake County Board of Education  are intended to be concurrent with the electoral areas of the Lake County Board of Supervisors. 
Now, therefore, be it resolved that:

1. The boundaries of the electoral areas of the Lake County Board of Education are hereby adjusted to be concurrent with the electoral areas of the Lake County Board of Supervisors. 

2. The Lake County Superintendent of Schools shall deliver a copy of this resolution to the Lake County Board of Supervisors as required by Education Code section 1002.
